There is no set pattern as to how many, when, where or how club meetings are conducted. All of 

these will depend on such things as size and location of each club. Most clubs set a certai n day 

of the month for their meeting which makes it easier for the members to remember.  

 

Most clubs have a business meeting and a speaker either from the University or locally.  Some 

also have several socials during the year involving Aggie Dads and the Ag gie family in lieu of a 

business meeting.   You will need to find what works best for your moms.  If you do not keep 

this in mind, you will not have anyone at your meetings or events.  

 

Some clubs are chartered as a òspin-offó from a larger club.  Many clubs start this way because 

the larger clubs tend to become hard to manage and people do not want to travel long distances 

in a large metropolitan area or a large rural county area.  Starting a new club in an area where 

there is existing clubs helps to streng then the organization as a whole.  So do not be afraid to 

take a chance to start a new club if you think there is a need or interest for one in your area.  

 

Some moms like only the business meeting and the speakers.  Once again, you must find out what 

works best for the families in your area.  This is sometimes just a matter of trial and error and 

a lot of good listening skills.  
 

Points to Consider 
 

 Get everyone to sign in and get a name tag  

 Allow time for socializing, but always start the meeting on time  

 Keep the meeting flowing and interesting  

 Rememberé.we are all busy moms ð do not make the meeting too long  

 Try to hold your meetings at the same location and same time ð if possible  

 Have a òseasonedó Aggie Mom as a greeter at the door or pair up a seasoned Mom with a Fish 

Mom 

 Make everyone feel welcome ð  and include everyone - make sure your officers mingle and not 

stay together in a ògroupó at the meetings or any other events 

 Listen with your ears, eyes and heart ð when others speak listen carefully ð caref ul listening 

prevents you from missing valuable information

5)  Members ð illness, deaths, sorrows, prayer requests  

6)  Announce and welcome new fish Moms 

7)  Next meeting reminder ð try to post in same area of the newsletter  

8)  Coming events and deadlines 

9)  Mail newsletters at the beginning of the month  

 

 Howdy Letter to new Moms:   invitation  to Howdy Party and inform them 

about what your club is about, donõt forget to include in your mailing:

2)  Membership form  

3)  Aggie mom Fish Camp Information  

4)  Aggie football schedule

 New Momõs Packet ð This is easy and the new moms love it.  You can include 

in your packet:  map of campus, map of College Station / Bryan, school 

calendar, Federation calendar, A&M Parentõs Handbook, club by laws, copy of 

current officers and their phone numbers, club yearbook and anything e lse 

that will get their interest.   You might also want to get an A&M Parent 

Handbook to include in the packet.  Put whatever you think your new moms 

would enjoy and make sure to add your clubs yearbook to the packet.

5)  Hint:  to cut down on postage, be sure to include a space on the membership

 Membership Form ð  
1) include demographic section to include ð Aggie Moms name, addresses, 

tel ephone numbers (work, cell, home), birthdays and e -mail addresses  

2)  include demographic section for students to include - name, campus 

addresses, phone numbers (campus, cell, etc.), e -mail addresses and birthday  

3)  include section I would like to help with - holding an office, phone committee, 

special events, fundraisers, student care packages, set up and clean up for 

meetings, etc.  

 

 Postcards:   mail one week prior to your clubs meeting and to cut down on 

postage make sure to include your web site address for fut ure reference  
 

 òWe missed youó Cards:  cards mailed out with the information for the new 

year to members that have missed a few meeting.  This is a great way to let 

your moms know you care about them, and they have been missed.  
 

 E- mail:   itõs free, itõs fast and itõs an easy way to communicate with your 

members with important news updates and reminders  
 

 Web Site:   Excellent way to stay in touch with your moms, communicate to 

all members quickly and offer moms 24 hour access to newsletters and 

updates   
 

 Newspaper:   articles about upcoming events, add your club meeting date to 

their calendar, great tool to keep the public updated on your clubs 

accomplishments and activities  
 

  Telephone Committee:   very important!  Try to call each mom and remind 

her of activi ties each month.  A good telephone committee can òmake a 

difference in your membershipó and your clubs organization. There is nothing 

like a personal phone call to make moms feel welcomed.  
 



 Year book ð provide each Mom with a club yearbook  
1) include a list  of all paid members, addresses, telephone numbers, birthdays and e -

mail addresses  

2)  include students names, campus addresses, phone numbers, e -mail addresses and 

birthdays  

3)  include in your club calendar . . . club meeting dates, special events, federation 

meeting dates and also include campus calendar events  

4)  Some yearbooks include listing of hotels and phone numbers in Bryan -College 

station area.   

5)  Keep yearbooks useful, inexpensive and a source of reference for your Aggie
