th at they confirm the date and time you expect them and that they have good directions

to your meeting place. Consider making a small donation if it is a student organization
as a thank -you for their time.

Have a BACK -UP plan . // Always have a program on t he shelf or activity that you can
do if a speaker has to cancel at the last minute. It WILL happen.
